INFECTION CONTROL PROTOCOL

SURFACES ASEPSIS:

All counter tops, chair surfaces, and operatory fixtures should be wiped withrediaimif
spray. The disinfectant spray bottle availablén the operatory unitsHeadrests and

light handles should be covered with plastic wrap, available at clinical supply stations on
the clinic floor.

WASTE DISPOSAL:

Hazardous waste consists of matisr@ontaining substances that are or have the potential
to be detrimental to ones health or environment. Containers for disposal are available at
each clinic supply station and so labeled.

Non-Hazardous wastes are disposed of using the receptaclesllonder each operatory
sink.

Sharps must be disposed of in properly marked containers. These containers are located
on the main clinic floor.

STERILIZATION PROCEDURES:

Candidates supplying their own instruments should follow this protocol:

A. Instruments should be cleaned with soap and water and thoroughly dried.
B. Sterilizing bags are available at thterilization checkn window (Room 235).

C. The candidates name and number should be placed on the sterilizing bag.
D. All sterilizing bags shoulthe turned into theterilization checkn window (Room

225) for sterilization.

E. Sterilization will begin a7:30 A.M. and continue until 58P.M. Each sterilizing
cycle takes a minimum of 45 minutesistruments turned in after R3.M. will
be sterized the following morning and will be ready for useg$0A.M. All
sterilized instruments may be picked in dispensing room 226F (see map).

CLINIC EMERGENCY PROTOCOL

Assess responsiveness
If not responsive, activate EMS by calling Public Safety.

Extension 2 9 1 1

Identify yourself and state "WE HAVE A
MEDICAL EMERGENCY AT THE DENTAL SCHOOL,
2802 WEBSTER PLAZA AND WE NEED A RESCUE
SQUAD."
Provide the specific location: ie. main clinic 2" floor, , etc. Indicate
the nature of the problem, the sex, approximate age and condition of
the patient.
Check Airway, Breathing, and Circulation as learned in
CPR Begin Basic Life Support.
Send personnel to retrieve Automated External Defibrillator (AED)
located on the north wall of the clinic outside of the sterilization
window (room225).
Monitor blood pressure, pulse, respiration.
Send someone to the main lobby to meet the emergency
team.
Notify the chief examiner.
An AED emergency defibrillator is located outside
room 225C on the main clinic.
