Travel southeast on Hwy. 30 (St. Helens Road) toward city center, following the sigh%td dke 405
toward Salem: exit at SW'@\wve. (exit #1C, staying in the right lane) and follow the signs to the OHSU
campus.

OHSUnfection Control Standard

Personnel Protective Equipment

1. Appropriate protective clothing must be worn to prevent skin exposure and soiling of street
clothes when contact with body fluids (blood/saliva) is likely. Disposable barrier gowns are
available in the clinics and“3loor laboratory. Gowns are not to be worn in natlinic areas
(i.e. Logistics Center, lunch room, bathrooms).

2. Powderlesslisposable latex fre@Nitrile) gloves are located throughout the clinics. Utility gloves
should be worn during cleaning of contaminated instruments.

3. Masks are located at each aisle in the clinics. The mask must be changed as soon as possible if
visiblysoiled or wet and must be changed between patients.

4. Candidates are to provide their own OSHA acceptable protective eyewear as well as protective
eyewear for their patients.



Antiseptic soap is available at sinks in both clinics. Waterless alcohol bastdleaner is
located throughout the clinics.

Operatory Setup

. Check for and remove any hardened material (i.e. impression material, cement) on air/water
syringe, suctions and handpiece hoses.

. Clean and disinfect the dental unit and attachmefits. air/water syringes, high/low suctions
and hoses) with Cavicide.
A) Saturate cloth/paper towel with Cavicide.
B) Wipe sufaces with cloth/paper towel.
C) If visible blood is present on a surface:
1. Saturate paper towel with Cavicide.
2. Wipe surface to removblood.
3. Dispose of paper towel in the red biohazard container (not regular trash)
4. Saturate new towel with Cavicide and wipe surface again.
D) Surfaces should remain wet for 5 minutes.
E) Wipe off any remaining wetness on these surfaces after 5 minutes.

. Place platic barriers over light handles, light switch, and head rest.

. Attach disposable saliva ejectdrigh-speed evacuation tip angir/water syringe tip and then
cover with plastic barriers.

. Cover the bracket tray with paper or plastic. Cover the cart tdp wiwhite pger sheet
available in clinic.use only one paper cover at a time, do not stack multihleets on bracket
tray or cart top). Because of space/safety concedasnot use the flipup side shelf unless
working with an assistanf{cover the shelf with white paper if used).

. Attach a white paper bag to the cart to serve as a disposable waste contaimenfsharp
waste.

. Flush all air & water lines for 2 minutes prior to use on the first patient of the day (30 second
flush priorto subsequent patients of the day).

Hazardous Waste, Sharps and Amalgam Disposal

Blood/saliva soaked nesharp waste is considered hazardous waste and must be disposed of in
the biohazard containers available at multiple sites in clinics.

All needles, anesthetic cartridges and other sharps/potential sharps are to be placed in the red
plastic sharps containers which are located in each bay of the clinic. Red sharps containers are
also located in the instrument cleaningom.



3. Pasticcontairers are available in the instrument cleaning room for disposal of scrap amalgam.
Empty amalgam capsules are also collected in a different corgain the instrument cleaning
room, do not put them in the garbage.

Cleaning and Sterilization

Sterilizaton facilities will be available during all operation hours of the exam. Instruments turned in for
sterilization after 4:45pm will not be ready for pick up until candidates are allowed on the floor the
following day. The dispensary closes at 6:00pm.

The nstrument cleaning process is one of the most common sources of instrugretick injuries:

therefore, utility or non latex exam gloves are to be worn during the instrument cleaning procedure. To

reduce the risk of splash or splatter contamination a gomask and glasses should also be worn when

cleaning and bagging instruments.

Put lid on the ultrasonic unit to
minimize vapor hazard.

5. Blow dry instruments and burs.

7. Seal the autoclave bags and place in a larger sterilization bag or if using a metal box, seal with
new autoclave indicator tape.

8. If loose (unbgged) instruments are placed in a box, then the entire metalrbogt be sealed in
a large autoclave bag.

Yaur candidate humber must be clearly marked on the bag or box!

Slide the bags through the top drop slot in the wall of the cleaning/steiibzabom (Room 144) and

the boxes through the bottom slot. NOTE: the extra large sterilization bags are to be used only for the
metal boxes/cassettes since placing a number of items in these large bags makes them difficult to get
through the slot openingnd tends to tear the bags.

All controls, except the arm brake toggle, are located
on the front panel of the unit, under a protective trans-
parent shield. The protective shield aids asepsis, yet
allows you to see the control settings, and it lifts easily
when you need to access the controls.

Handpiece Control Unit

About Your Control System

Your Excellence Handpiece Control System is an arm-
mounted control, built around A-dec’s patented
Century II control system for three handpieces. It may
optionally be expanded to accommodate up to five
handpieces, and may be equipped with a built-in
ultrasonic scaler and fiber optic light source.

Handpiece selection is automatic. Until you lift a
handpiece from its holder, it is “locked out,” and can-
not operate. As soon as you lift a handpiece, it auto-
matically becomes enabled, allowing it to start up
immediately when you activate the foot control. A
slide mechanism next to the handpiece holder allows
you to override the automatic mechanism when two
or more handpieces are out of their holders at the
same time.

The water coolant flow and the maximum dynamic
drive air pressure are individually adjustable for each
handpiece (see pages 9 and 10). A ‘water coolant toggle
allows you to turn off water to the handpieces, and
the air coolant flow control allows you to adjust the
air coolant for all handpieces.
