Dear Candidate:

The Western Regional Examination Board will be conducted at the Dental Clinics
Building, 707 Parnassus Avenue, at the University of California, San Francisco
School of Dentistry on May 20-May 23, 2011. All information regarding the
examination procedures, patient requirements and your assigned days will be sent to
you directly from the Western Regional Examination Board approximately five
weeks prior to the examination. The informational packet sent by the Western
Regional Examination Board is very complete and should answer most of your
examination questions.

Orientation will be held on Friday, May 20, 2011 in an auditorium that is yet to be
determined at the University of California, San Francisco. You may turn in your
Endo models on the first floor in the lobby of the Dental Clinics Building at 707
Parnassus Avenue starting at 12:30 p.m. We will present a tour of the school and
demonstrate equipment beginning at 1:30 p.m. and will meet in the first floor lobby
area of the Dental Clinics Building. The clinical examinations will be conducted at
UCSF School of Dentistry, 707 Parnassus Avenue on May 21-May 23, 2011.

For the clinical portion of the examination, the UCSF School of Dentistry will
provide all expendable and disposable items to the candidates during the
examinations (including clinic gowns). We will also rent the cavitron handpiece and
sleeve at the student store for $100. However, we are unable to provide any other
clinical or laboratory equipment for candidates to rent. Therefore, candidates must
furnish their own handpieces and dental instruments. The School will provide
sterilization services for all candidates during the clinical examination days. The
Clinic Infection Control Guidelines of the School follow strict ADA, CDC and
Dental Bureau of California guidelines of "universal precautions™. These
guidelines, including the sterilization of handpieces, must be adhered to during the
clinical examinations. A copy of these guidelines is available for reference at the
first floor reception desk.

Candidates are required to provide their own patients. The School cannot provide
or assist in obtaining patients for candidates and cannot provide facilities for
screening or examination of patients. No solicitation for patients is permitted in the
Dental Clinics Building or in the immediate School of Dentistry campus area.

Conventional radiographic facilities are available, but all patient films must be taken
by the School's x-ray technicians. Fees for x-ray services must be paid at that time.
The maximum charge for a full mouth series is $135.00, a Panorex is $111.00, 1
PA x-ray $30.00 (or 1 bitewing) and $24.00 for each additional PA x-ray, $47.00
for (2) bitewings, and $67 for (4) bitewings, and each additional bitewing is $30.00.
Candidates who wish to have pre-Endo Examination x-rays taken for teeth review
and selection before mounting on the Acadental ModuPro arches will have to



purchase film by the box. The cost for the #2 film size is $39.10 per box (130
films). Candidates may purchase the film from the Radiology Department, room
D1124. The candidates may use the Oral Radiology Facilities to take the pre-Endo
Exam Xx-rays.

Some dental supplies may be purchased at the Student Store, Room D-1046, 1st
floor, Dental Clinics Building. On the week of May 16 — May 20, the Student Store
hours will be 8:30am to 4:00pm. On Saturday, May 21- Monday, May 23, the
WREB Clinical Examination dates, the Student Store will be open 6:00am to
6:00pm. UCSF will be closed on Monday May 30, 2011 for the Memorial Day
Holiday.

The clinics are designed in cubicle form and all clinical units will accommodate four-
hole high and low speed handpieces. All clinic units have 3-way air water syringes
which utilize disposable tips. We have A-dec chair mounted units and Link doctor
and assistant stools. All clinical procedures will be completed on the 2" and 3" floor
clinics.

Candidates will be mounting the ModuPro arches (model MPE120) on Frasaco
manikin heads. The manikins require an articulator. The articulators will be provided
by WREB. The School Student Store does not carry the Acadental ModuPro arches.
They can be purchased from Acadental directly at www.acadental.com or by calling
(913)384-7390.

Food services are available at the Courtyard Cafe adjacent to the Health Sciences
West Building, the Moffitt Hospital Cafeteria on the 2nd floor of Moffitt Hospital,
and in the Millberry Union Complex. There are several motels nearby, or a
candidate may stay at a downtown hotel which would be a short bus or streetcar ride
from the campus. The enclosed map will provide information and familiarization of
the immediate surrounding areas of the campus. Candidates may acquaint
themselves with the clinics and laboratories of the Dental Clinics Building prior to
the Western Regional Examination. However, we ask that you not disturb students
who are providing care for their patients. Please obtain a visitor’s name tag from
the 1% Floor Front Desk of the Dental Clinics Building.

Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation skills are needed for students to provide appropriate support to patients or
the general public during a life threatening medical emergency. Students will be required to obtain CPR

D.Injuries and Accidents
Managementofan Unusual Occurrence: An “enusual occurrence” s defined zs asttuation, other than immedi-
atelifesupport, which happens while a patientis being treated in the clinic. Anexample would be a patient
swallowingarubber dam clamp or aspiratingan iteminto the airway. When asituation ofthis type arises, calia
faculty member. If further attentionis needed, the student should take the patientto the Long Hospital emer-
gencyroomand assure that the patient is evaluated and treated as necessary. A School of Dentistry Confiden-
tial Incident Report Form (Appendix .8-9) st be properly filled in, signed and returned to the Office for

Clinical Serviceswithin 24 hours,
Management of injuries to students, staffand faculty: after firstaid or emetgency care as indicated is provided,
anInjury Report Form must be filed with the Office for Clinical Services within 24 houss.

Procedures forneedlesticks, other punctures, orcuts involving potentially contaminated materials can be found
in Section 10- Infection Control Protocols under Hgading H - Other Infection Control Procedures.
PERSONNEL SHOULD TREAT ALL NEEDLESTICK EXPOSURES AS POTENTIALLY
INFECTIOUS. Anyincidentinvolving blood contact on a cut, orabraded skin or mucous membrane should

 alsobetreated as potentially infectious.

When an exposure of any kind has occurred, personnel should seek first aid and emergency treatment in
accordance with the posted needlestick protoco! (see posted cards in the predoctoral clinic and needlestick

protocolin Section 10). '

F. Fireor Earthauake Procedures

Fire - The purpose of the fire procedures is to minimize hazards to personnel and to property, -

If the fire alarm sounds in one of the clinic buildings, the alarm will activate a voice broadcast directing

individuals to evacuate the building immediately. A clinic floor warden will coordinate the evacuation
- process. The fire department and police will respond to the alarm as quickly as possible. Paging system

announcements may be made by clinic personnel as appropriate.

Under the direction of the clinic floor warden, students and faculty will be expected to assist patients
in locating the fire exits in each specific clinic and skall guide the patients to a safe exit from the
building. Clinic floor diagrams will be posted near exits that clearly indicate the properevacuationroutes.

Earthguakes - Duringan earthquake, unless you are in immediate dangerasaresultofan earthquake, stay
indoors. Tzke coverunderadesk, table, or bench, in doorways, halls or against inside walls, Stay away from

windows, mirrors, skylights, glass and furniture or objectsthatmay fall over. Donotrun forthe exits, donotuss
elevatorsandstay insideto avoid being hit by falling debris and electrical wires. STUDENTS AND FACULTY

AREEXPECTED TO ASSIST PATIENTS inavoidingpanic zndmanagingtheir safety.,
